In the winter of 2018, CUP collaborated with Teaching Artist Gabe Gordon and Yadira Echevarria’s
internship class at the International Community High School (ICHS) inthe Bronx to dig deeper into
the financial pockets of college tuition. To investigate, students got out of the classroom and into
the realm of higher education to survey educators and school staff on the value of a degree. What

are the different types of academic degrees? How much does higher education cost? Who decides?

Students created this school newspaper to teach others what they learned and to help students
navigate their higher education options.
